The 2010 recipient is the Liberty Tattoo Removal program, provided 
by Community Action Partnership of San Luis Obispo County, Inc.  Through its program offering and service 
delivery, Liberty Tattoo Removal exhibits characteristics that are creative both in concept and collaboration, 
key traits of the award.  The $5,000 award was made possible in 2010 by its founder, Don Maruska of Don 
Maruska & Company, Inc., Chevron and IQMS.
